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Below are examples of the types of journal reflection questions that can be developed for individual learning stations.  Students are expected to interact with program partners (captains, park rangers, etc…) to gain knowledge in these areas and be able to effectively respond to the journal questions.  SEA can help develop similar journals for the specific needs of your program.

EXPLORING THE PAST

** Each answer must be at least 3 complete sentences**
While aboard The Indigo with Captain Burt, please reflect on the following question(s)

1.  Ask Captain Burt what was happening in Puget Sound and the area we will be exploring 100 years ago?  What was life like for people living on the sound during that time?

2.  Looking around at the area that you are exploring aboard The Indigo, what do you see, and what are some specific differences can you imagine there are between now and 100 years ago?

While on Hope Island with Ranger Rick and the other Deception Pass State Park educators, please discuss the following:

1.  Was Hope Island occupied 100 years ago - if so, by whom, and how was the island used?

2.  How has the island changed in the past 100 years?  When did it become a state park and how did it become a state park?

3.  How were plants and animals on the island used in the past?  

4. During our service-learning project, please find out how the invasive species arrived at Hope Island, and how long they have been here?
While aboard The Sophia Christina with Captain Taylor, please ask and reflect on the following questions:
1. During your navigation station, please describe navigation techniques used 50 to 100 years ago, and how they have changed? 
2.  While on watch with Captain Taylor, please discuss the importance of vessels in Puget Sound 50 to 100 years ago, the types of vessels plying the waters of Puget Sound and the uses of those vessels in those days. How does he think those early uses of Puget Sound have shaped our state and region?

3.  Please discuss with Captain Taylor and your watch leaders their sense of the health of Puget Sound in those days compared to today.  Do they believe that people in those days understood the need to protect and care for Puget Sound?

EXPLORING THE PRESENT

** Each answer must be at least 3 complete sentences**
While aboard The Indigo with Captain Burt, please reflect on the following question(s)

1.  Ask Captain Burt what is happening in Puget Sound now - does he feel like it is in good shape and that generally people are taking care of this region?

2.  Looking around at the environment you see while on The Indigo, what are your impressions?  Do you think that generally this area looks healthy and well cared for?  Do you see signs of human interaction with the environment that are both good and bad - describe them.

While aboard The Sophia Christina with Captain Taylor, please ask and reflect on the following questions:
1. During your navigation station, please describe navigation techniques used today, and how they are important for the use and health of Puget Sound.
2.  While on watch with Captain Taylor, please discuss the importance of vessels in Puget Sound today, the types of vessels plying the waters of Puget Sound and the uses of those vessels.  Does he see these uses as helpful or harmful to Puget Sound?

3.  Please discuss with Captain Taylor and your watch leaders their sense of the health of Puget Sound, and what we as groups and individuals can do to keep it a healthy environment.

While on Hope Island with Ranger Rick and the other Deception Pass State Park educators, please discuss the following:

1.  What are the main uses of Hope Island today and who manages and runs Hope Island?

2.   What is unique about Hope Island compared to most of the other state park Islands?

3.  During our service-learning project, please find out how much of a threat invasive species are on Hope Island today, and what is being done about them?

EXPLORING THE FUTURE

** Each answer must be at least 3 complete sentences**
While aboard The Indigo with Captain Burt, please reflect on the following question(s)

1.  Ask Captain Burt what he envisions happening in Puget Sound in the future - does he feel like the Sound will be healthy in 50 years?

2. Looking around at the environment you see while on The Indigo, what are your beliefs about the future of Puget Sound?  Do you think people will take care of it and that there will still be lots of animals and birds in 50 or 100 years?  
3. What do you think that we need to do now to preserve it for the future?
While aboard The Sophia Christina with Captain Taylor, please ask and reflect on the following questions:
1. During your navigation station, please brainstorm how you envision navigation changing in the next 50 to 100 years?  What do you all believe will be the main mode of travel and navigation on Puget Sound then?
2.  While on watch with Captain Taylor, please discuss how he envisions the use of vessels on the Puget Sound in 50-100 years?  Does he believe vessels will still be important to the economy of Puget Sound then?
Please discuss with Captain Taylor and your watch leaders their general thoughts on what the health of Puget Sound will be in 50-100 years, and what we as groups and individuals can do to keep it a healthy environment for future generations.  What are their hopes, and yours,  for Puget Sound in

 50-100 years?

While on Hope Island with Ranger Rick and the other Deception Pass State Park educators, please discuss the following:

1.  What do they envision the main uses of Hope Island (and other state park islands in Puget Sound) in 50-100 years.   Do they think they will still be preserved as state parks?  What are your hopes for Hope and the other islands in 50-100 years?

2.   Who will decide if the state park islands will still be preserved in 50-100 years?  Are there things that people can do today to assure their future preservation?

3.  During our service-learning project, please find out their thoughts on what will happen with these invasive species in 50-100 years?  How can we make sure that they don’t take over our native plants by then?
